Read quickly through the introduction about probabilistic models and deterministic models, pages 255-257. Fire safety engineers most often use deterministic models for calculating fire growth, usually two-zone models (CFAST) or CFD models (FDS).

Read quickly about two-zone models, pages 259-262. Browse through pages 263-269, on the various sub-models.

Read about CFD models 269-275.
